This clinic will introduce you to distance riding. We will discuss electrolytes, vital signs, conditioning, what
to expect when you get to a ride, vetting-in, how to present your equine at final vet checks at the end of
the ride, and MUCH more. And of course, the rules! We will show you how to finish like a pro!

The mock ride consists of a 6-8 mile ride. Riders will go out on a trail with experienced distance riders in
groups of 3 or less. During the ride, there will be a pre-ride, half-way and post-ride vet check. For the safety
of volunteers, there will be no hands-on evaluation of the equine, only discussion 'vetting-in'. (For the safety
of your horse, vetting-in happens every 10-15 miles, at official rides veterinarians verify if your horse is fit to
go.) *Junior riders must have an adult sponsor.
